Dear Jannali resident,

My name is Jonathan and I am writing for your help.

When I was 19 I made a mistake that resulted in my right arm, right leg and
middle and index fingers on my left hand being amputated — I crossed the tracks
and was run over by a train.

Near misses occur every week at the station in Jannali. People are risking their
lives to save literally two minutes, people are crossing the tracks instead of
walking over the bridge. This is really dangerous.

When I crossed the tracks, I didnÕt think about the consequences. 

Trains regularly reach speeds of 90km per hour in Jannali and not all trains stop at
the station. You wonÕt see a train coming, as there is a bend near Jannali Station.
A train travelling at 90km per hour will take at least the length of two and a half
rugby league fields to stop.

If you cross the tracks — think again.

LetÕs help save lives in Jannali and stop people crossing the tracks. 

Pop this card out and keep it in your wallet. If you see someone crossing the
tracks call 000 immediately. If you canÕt reach a phone immediately, call Crime
Stoppers and let them know the date and time of the offence and a description of
the person. Crime Stoppers can also be contacted with the name of address of
known offenders. All calls to Crime Stoppers and 000 can remain anonymous. You
could be saving a life.
